SMALL GROUP PROJECT #1: A SECOND LOOK AT THE BILL OF RIGHTS
As a group, consider the different changes, revisions, additions, deletions, and articulations that might be made to the bill of rights. Vote on them within your group to come up with a "New and Improved" Bill of Rights. You need not limit yourself to "rights" but may also - as some have proposed - add some citizen responsibilities as well. 
· Consider not only the Bill of Rights as written, but also the expansion of rights by the courts. Courts can and do reverse or restrict earlier decisions. Do you want to formalize any of these court-created rights into the constitution? Would you want to repeal or restrict any of these rights? You are encouraged to draw on cases and issues we discussed in class. 
· Remember that small changes (changing "and" to "or", for instance) can make a big difference! 
· Think about the consequences that your decisions may bring, good and bad. Think also about the unforeseen consequences that may come indirectly from your changes. 
At the end of class, each group will present their proposals to the entire class and defend their decisions.
