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THE VOTE
A majority of the Monroe County Republican primary voters in our sample voted for Bush (N=122).    
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IDEOLOGY/PRIOR PRESIDENTIAL VOTE
A majority of our sample described themselves as conservative (N=121). 
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Bush won a clear majority of the (self-described) conservative voters; while McCain won a clear majority of (self-described) liberal voters. 
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A strong majority of Republican primary voters who supported George Bush Sr. in 1992 and Bob Dole in 1996 also voted for George W. Bush in the primary.  (Note: The small sample of Perot voters in 1992 split evenly (N=16), while 60% of the small sample of Perot voters in 1996 supported McCain (N=10).
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A strong majority of Clinton voters in 1992 and 1996 voted for John McCain. 
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THE ISSUES
A majority of the top two candidates’ voters supported using a substantial part of the budget surplus for tax cuts, however, McCain voters were more likely than Bush voters to oppose using a substantial part of the budget surplus for tax cuts. 
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The Republican primary voters in our sample were split between pro-life voters and pro-choice voters (N=123). 
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Bush won a clear majority of voters who described themselves as pro-life, while McCain won a clear majority of those who described themselves as pro-choice.
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A majority of Republican primary voters disagreed with the statement that they were “satisfied” with the job Bill Clinton has done as President.  Bush won a majority of the Republican primary voters who disagreed, while McCain won a majority of those who described themselves as satisfied or neutral on Bill Clinton’s job as President. 
 “I am satisfied with the job Bill Clinton has done as President”
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 To look at the same question another way, a majority of Bush voters expressed dissatisfaction with the job that Bill Clinton has done as President, while a plurality of McCain supporters expressed satisfaction.  
 “I am satisfied with the job Bill Clinton has done as President”
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A majority of Bush voters were satisfied with the job being done by the Republican Congress.  McCain voters were fairly evenly split on the question.

George W. Bush won a strong majority of voters who disagreed with the statement that “the country is headed in the right direction”.  Voters who agreed that the country was headed in the right direction split evenly between Bush and McCain.

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DEMOGRAPHICS: SEX, INCOME, AGE, RELIGION, MILITARY EXPERIENCE
58% of the Republican primary voters in our sample were male, while 42% of the voters were female.  Bush, McCain and Keyes fared equally well among male and female voters in our sample (N=114).
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There was no clear relationship between a voters’ income and the candidate they supported.   Bush did very well among respondents with annual incomes between 25,000 and 35,000.  McCain did very well among very low-income respondents and those with annual incomes between 50,000 and 74,000. 
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George W. Bush won greater support among middle aged and older voters, while McCain’s strongest support was among young voters. 
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Bush won a majority of the Catholic voters in our sample (N=56).  
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Among the Catholics who did not vote for Bush (N=26), nearly half said that Bush’s visit to Bob Jones University was an important factor (very or somewhat important) in their vote. 
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Only 21% of our sample had ever served in the military (N=25).  John McCain won a narrow majority of those voters.  
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
